Directions

 Print pages 20-21 one-sided on cardstock paper, laminate, and cut out the 

pictures. 
 Use clear Velcro dots to attach the pictures to the slides where indicated.  

Remove pictures before class and store in a Ziploc bag. 
 During class, hold up the slides while reading the story on the back.  Let the 

children take turns attaching the pictures to the front.

Hold up picture: 

While on his journeys, Paul wrote a letter to the Christians at Rome.  Can you find Rome on the map?  

(Point to Rome) 
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Hold up picture: 

Paul wrote that the Romans should teach others about Jesus. What do we need to read to teach      

others about Jesus?  (put Bible picture in the middle of the people)

Hold up picture: 

Paul also teaches how we should act as Christians.  We should BEE like Jesus! 
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BEE Forgiving 



Hold up picture: 

Jesus forgives us of our sins, so we need to forgive others when they sin against us.  So if you fight 

with your brother/sister, you need to forgive each other.  Let’s put X’s on the pictures that show the 

wrong...which pictures are wrong?  (Place red X on bad pictures) 
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BEE Loving 



Hold up picture: 

Paul taught the Romans that the Jews needed to accept the Gentiles or Greeks as Christians.  Jesus 

loves everyone!  So we need to love everyone, even people from different countries who may not look 

like us.  Which picture is wrong?  (Place red X on bad picture) 
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BEE Kind 



Hold up picture: 

Jesus wants us to be kind to everyone.  We can be kind by sharing our things with others. 

Which picture is wrong?  (Place red X on bad picture) 
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BEE Happy 



Hold up picture: 

Jesus wants us to be happy.  Even when we don’t get our way, we shouldn’t pout, but be happy. 

Which picture is wrong?  (Place red X on bad picture) 
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BEE Truthful 



Hold up picture: 

Jesus wants us to always tell the truth, even if we think we will get in trouble for doing something wrong. 

Which picture is wrong?  (Place red X on bad picture) 
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Hold up picture: 

Paul’s letter to the Christians at Rome teaches many things we should obey to make God happy.  Just 

like you should obey your parents, we also need to obey God.  The only way we know what God wants 

is to read what?  (Add picture of Boy reading the Bible to the bottom right) 
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
